Art classes for 5-7 year old’s provide 
a fun, hands-on introduction to the 
joy of art making. Young artists are 
provided with a wide range of 
materials and are encouraged to 
interact with different art mediums 
in a spatially rich environment. Art 
experiences are designed for 
children and are focused on creative 
exploration.   

Art classes for 8-10 year old’s 
provide a fun introduction to the 
basic elements of art and artistic 
mediums. Classes emphasize 
imaginative exploration of art 
making. These classes are 
intended to encourage individual 
expression and introduce young 
artists to new creative mediums 
and techniques. 

Art classes for 11-13 year old’s 
allow growing artists to 
explore more advanced 
techniques in art making. 
Classes emphasize creative 
problem solving through 
drawing, painting, sculpture, 
and mixed media. Classes are 
designed to introduce artists 
to the history of art and 
develop an understanding of 
the creative process.  

Art classes for 14-17 year old’s 
focus on honing techniques 
acquired from earlier artistic 
experiences. Artists will revisit 
elements of art and art techniques 
to grow and refine their skills in 
drawing, painting, sculpture, and 
mixed media. Classes focus on 
creative problem solving, 
individual expression, and will 
discuss the role of artists in 
society.

ENROLLMENT 
 

To enroll your child, fill out the Enrollment Form (page 3 or 
on our website at www.artsvisalia.org). Students will be 
registered in classes according to their age group. Class 
sizes are limited, and artists will be enrolled on a first 
come-first serve basis. To secure a place in a class, 
tuition should be paid and/or scholarship section should 
be completed at the time of enrollment. 

SIGN IN/SIGN OUT 
 

Please sign your child in and out on time. Please drop 
children off 10 minutes before class for sign in. In the 
event you are running late, please call the gallery at 559-
739-0905 so we can arrange to have someone stay with 
your child until you arrive. Children will not be released to 
anyone who is not indicated as an authorized pickup 
person on the enrollment form. Be sure that you have 
listed all family members or friends authorized to pick up 
your child.   
 

CANCELLATION/REFUND POLICY 
 

Tuition is non-refundable unless cancelled at least one 
week prior to the start of class. In the event a class is 
cancelled by Arts Visalia, a full refund will be given. 

WHAT TO WEAR/BRING 
 

Creating art can get a little messy so send your child to 
class in clothing they don’t have to worry about getting 
dirty. It is suggested children bring their own water. We 
want children to be in a distraction free environment to 
create art, so please leave toys and electronics at home. 
We ask that phones be placed in cubbies during class 
time.  
 

SCHOLARSHIPS & HOW TO APPLY 
 

We offer both full and partial scholarships to help cover 
tuition costs for artists who otherwise may not be able to 
participate in our classes. These scholarships are 
available thanks to the generous support of grants from 
City of Visalia Non-Profit, United Way, and the Visalia 
Breakfast Lions Club, in addition to private donations 
made out to our Scholarship Fund. To apply, please fill 
out the scholarship sections on the Enrollment Form. 
Parents/guardians will be notified prior to the start of 
class as to whether the student has been accepted for 
scholarship.

These photos may 
be used for our website and/or other promotional 
materials. If you do not want your child photographed 
during class, indicate that on the enrollment form.  
 
STUDENT ARTWORK 
 

Artwork must be taken home at the end of each week 
except for the artwork that will be displayed in The Young 
Imaginations Gallery for the following month’s exhibition. 
We are unable to store artwork that is left behind. Please 
remember to pick up your children’s work no later than 
one week after being notified by gallery staff that your 
children’s work is ready.
